	Course Description:
	CNR math provides additional support to students in their efforts to meet the standards of more rigorous and relevant mathematics courses.  This course is taught concurrently with a student’s regular math class, giving extra time and utilizing a variety of strategies to help students build a stronger foundation for success in their current and future mathematics courses.

	Course Objective:
	· Focus on mastery of the standards being taught in the regular math class
· Monitor progress to assess and diagnosed each student’s strengths and weaknesses

· Provide opportunities for students to review content of standards not previously mastered

· Engage students in doing mathematics, explaining their thinking, and justifying their work
