Absence/Make-Up Procedures

Fulton County Board of Education policy states, “Upon returning to school following an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to contact the teacher to request make-up work.  Make-up work must be completed by the student within the time specified by the department.”

Simply follow these steps;

4. Return make up form to teacher
